This Union body/branch notes:

· The United Nations Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change report last autumn, warning that “we have 12 years to limit climate change catastrophe”.
· That climate change is already having deadly impacts, with the poorest people in the front line, in both the Global South and the developed economies.
· The work of environmental activists and trade unions, such as the One Million Climate Jobs report and the Green New Deal, to identify solutions to the climate crisis that allow for a “just transition” within carbon intensive industries.

· The inspiring strikes by school and college students and the mass actions by Extinction Rebellion activists, shifting the political agenda on the climate emergency.

· The global school students' call out for adults to join them on the streets with mass walk-outs on 20th September, ahead of the UN summit in New York and starting a week of climate action.
· The UCU motion submitted to the TUC congress calling for a 30 minute workday stoppage on this day
This Union body/branch resolves:

· To support the students' call for adults, workers and trade unions to join them in a climate strike on 20th September, as part of a global week of action on climate change.

· To call for all levels of our union to support and publicise this strike.

· To call on employers to declare a 'climate emergency' and support the climate strike and week of action.
· To support the call by the UCU for the TUC to organise a 30 minute workday solidarity stoppage on 20th September. 
· To work with environmental and campaigning organisations to maximise turnout on 20th September and for the week of action.

· To affiliate to the Campaign against Climate Change trade union group.
