This Union body/branch notes:

· The United Nations Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change report last autumn, warning that “we have 12 years to limit climate change catastrophe”.
· That climate change is already having deadly impacts, with the poorest people in the front line, in both the Global South and the developed economies. 
· That climate change brings more extreme rainfall, including in the UK: parts of South Yorkshire and the Midlands recently received a month’s rain in 36 hours, resulting in heavy flooding and one death.
· The local and national action taken by trade unionists on 20th September as part of a global climate strike in which 7 million participated across the world.

· The importance of continuing solidarity from the trade union movement to school climate strikers, including calling for urgent climate action and a just transition in workplaces, communities, nationally and internationally.

· The global school climate strike which has been called for 29th November, ahead of the UN climate talks, now to be held in Madrid following anti-austerity protests in Chile.
· That UCU members will be on strike on that day, part of a longer dispute on pensions, pay and conditions, and will be supporting the climate strike.
· The call from the UK Student Climate Network (UKSCN) that the coming general election should be a ‘climate election’, including calling for a national leaders’ debate on climate, local climate hustings, and supporting youth voter registration.
This Union body/branch resolves:

· To support and join the global school climate strike on 29th Nov, ensuring members and our banner are part of the local strike event.
· To support future climate strikes called by the UK and international school climate strike movement.

· To work with other unions, environmental and campaigning organisations to maximise turnout on 29th November.
· To support initiatives raising the profile of climate as a key issue in the general election.
· To affiliate to the Campaign against Climate Change trade union group.
